1905-1997

First accident & emergency 
consultant to be appointed 
in the country (and many 

say the world!).
Author of the Casualty 
Officers’ Handbook and 
the first President of the 

national Casualty Surgeons’ 
Association

Leslie Pyrah 
1899-1995

Set up the first renal dialysis 
unit in the UK.

 Director of the Medical 
Research Council unit in 
Leeds and Professor of 

Urological Surgery. 
Performed what was 

possibly the first cadaveric 
transplant at LGI 
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
